Chris and Wayne headed for Ohio to compete in Rounds 6 and 7 of the NATC Championship Season.  Chris finished third on Saturday, moving up to take a whopping second on Sunday.  Our very own Wayne Sholder secured his very first National win, riding really great on Saturday.  He finished 9th on Sunday, but we can be proud of the way they both rode and represented the FTA.  As with Chris, many are baffled and cannot figure out how a “Floridian” can do so well, as most of them know what our terrain is like.  

While Hurricane Frances battered the east coast of Central Florida on September 4th, Chris stormed Vermont, winning his very first National (Rd. 8) with a hefty lead, and much to Geoff’s dissatisfaction, breaking what many thought was going to be a perfect winning streak for Geoff Aaron this season.  Chris would have won the second day, and he actually led the pack until the last 5 sections when he encountered problems with his clutch, which he thinks was an air bubble, so he at least was able to finish 4th on Sunday in Round 9.  If you get Trials Comp, Chris is featured on the cover – a nice little bonus for winning his first National.  Overall for the year, Chris moved up to 3rd place, very close to Ryon Bell who finished 2nd and Geoff, riding in really great form all year, is our 8th time unprecedented National Champion.  Wayne finished in 6th place overall in the Senior 40 Class.  Congratulations to both of you from the FTA.  

One face that will not be among the Pro riders next year will be Ryon Bell from Canada, who has claimed the No. 2 plate for the last 6 or 7 years.  He announced his retirement after the last round in Vermont.  He has been very close to Geoff for many years but he has never been able to take the Championship title away from him.  Ryon has been riding in the Pro (Champ) class since he turned 15 and he said he has done enough traveling and is ready to settle down.  He is a good friend of our family but I am sure lots of people will miss Ryon’s smiling face, good sportsmanship and his friendly competitive nature at the Nationals next year.

Chris traveled to Cordoba, Spain to compete in the Trial des Nations Championship.  The rest of the team representing the US was Geoff Aaron, Ray Peters and Cody Webb.  The women who competed for the US were Debbie Leavitt, Louise Forsley and Nichole Bradford.  Shortly after arriving, Chris was out practicing on a factory bike for about 20 minutes when the foot peg ended up putting a nice gash in his leg just above his boot.  Uncharacteristic for an FIM event, there was no attending physician so Martin Belair had to take Chris to the emergency room.  It took 5 ½ hours before a doctor looked at him.  He was a trooper though, because they cleaned out the wound which went all the way to the bone, cut off one piece of skin and then overlapped it with another flap, and then stapled it together with three staples.  All this was done with no numbing or pain killers.  Ouch!!  From the way he sounded when he called us that night, we really did not expect him to be able to ride but the next day he called after they had practiced and said he could not even feel where he had gotten injured so he was able to compete on Sunday without any problem.  However, at the last minute, Geoff and Ray said they did not want to ride the A lines even though Chris and Cody were game, so the US was dropped back to the B line and were penalized by being the first team out.  It was very disappointing because there was a time problem that never should have occurred which would have put the US in first place, but because of the time penalties, they finished sixth or seventh.  Roger Ansel, from AMA, assured the team that he will be having some major discussions with FIM to ensure something like this does not happen in future events.  After the event, Chris hopped on his flight for home and after 20 minutes, they had to return to the airport due to engine problems.  Even though they put Chris up in a hotel, he could not leave until the following night.  This was one trip he was happy to get home from.

Chris and Ray Peters duked it out on Saturday and Sunday, each taking a win in the Champ class – Ray on Saturday and Chris on Sunday.
