Tyler Burnette won beginner for the 
second time this season, with Dave and 
Nick Hall in 2nd and 3rd. 
 

 Not only was novice the largest 
class of the day but also had the most 
unique finishing results.  Ryan Davis and 
Cathy Priest tied for the win with 0 points 
for the day; setting the stage for a “ride 
off”, with the absence of Cathy for the 
run off, the win was given to Ryan and 
second place points given to Cathy.  
Isaiah Cullum was a close third. 
 
 Clark Meyers won his 2nd 
consecutive Intermediate event with only 
4 points with Jeff Janecek only 3 points 
behind in 2nd.  Chip Golden edged his 
brother Darren out of 3rd place by only 4 
points. 
 
 In the Sportsman class Jeff 
Meyers took the win over Jerry Colson 
by only 2 points with Dudley Cullum 
riding to 3rd in his first ride of this year.  
Sportsman A saw Brian Jones win with a 
14 point spread to 2nd place Barry Florin 
with Donny Smith 2 points behind on 
third, and Jack Hutson 1 point behind in 
4th.  This is one of the most competitive 
classes going with almost any rider 
capable of winning at any given event. 
 
 Tim Cone took first place in 
Advanced with John Farish taking 2nd 
place honors over Dan Kozlowski by one 
point.   Karl Davis Jr rounded out the 
class after equipment failures and 
finished the day on his dad’s bike. 
 
 Chuck Walker burned em up in 
the expert with only 14 points, (Chuck 
could probably hold his own in the Pro 
Class at a national level, but seldom 
competes outside of the state).   Matt 
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Cullum proved to them that he is a 
contender by finishing 2nd and Bob 
Micket edged Karl Davis out of 3rd by 1 
point.
